If you have lost your plastic Sonitrol key — the plastic 
key that allows you access into the recreation center and 
tennis courts — or need an additional key, please call 
Jorge at 312-3710. Keys are available for $15 each.  It is 
important to notify the management company as soon as 
you realize a key is lost so that the key can be 
deactivated. This is important for our facilities’ security.

refundable deposit is also required. Both payments must 
be received before the recreation center is considered 
reserved, and a rental agreement form, which is found on 
the Rabbit Run website, must be completed.

A brief overview of Rabbit Run events for 2010
Are you new to Rabbit Run? Watch for more 

information through newsletters, on the Rabbit Run 
website and through periodic Rabbit Run E-News alerts 
about the following events and important mailings 
in 2010:

March/April – Rabbit Run hosts an annual Easter Egg 
Hunt for Rabbit Run children 10 years old and younger 
at the recreation center, complete with a visit by the 
Easter Bunny!

March/April – All members will receive a newsletter 
and annual pool pass form, the latter of which should be 
completed and e-mailed/mailed back to the address 
indicated on the form. This annual practice is an audit of 
sorts of our membership records to make sure that pool 

passes for the summer are only made for residents still 
living in Rabbit Run.  

May – Rabbit Run residents will receive in the mail their 

2010 pool pass forms (three per household plus one 
guest pass) as well as the 2010 Rules and Regulations

May – The pool will open on Memorial Day weekend.

May – The Association is tentatively planning to 

coordinate a neighborhood yard sale this spring, 

whereby residents host yard sales at their homes and the 

Association purchases ad space in the local newspaper. 
(This would be similar to the annual sale coordinated by 

the Stonewall Woods/Rabbit Run Neighborhood 

Association each fall. A spring sale was recently 
suggested by a Rabbit Run Homeowner’s Association 

member.)

Summer – The Association will host a pizza party 
by the pool as well as a cookout by the pool on 

another date. 

July – The Rabbit Run/Stonewall Woods Neighborhood 

Association hosts a July 4 neighborhood parade, which 

starts at the recreation center. Rabbit Run neighbors of 
all ages are invited to participate!

Labor Day weekend – The pool closes for the year.

December – Santa makes his annual special visit to 

Rabbit Run at the recreation center.
