


Pay annual membership dues over time
Especially in these difficult economic times,
spreading out the annual Rabbit Run dues payment
may make this annual requirement go a little easier
on your budget. Members are welcome to begin
making partial payments on the 2009-2010 dues
now. All dues must still be paid by Nov. 1, 2009.
Checks should be made payable to Rabbit Run
Homeowner’s Association and forwarded to RRHA,
P.O. Box 911143, Lexington, KY 40591-1143.
Association dues are $96 per year and Recreation
Center dues are $348 annually, for a total payment
of $444. (These are not optional.)

All members will receive a special mailing in
October announcing the collection of 2009-2010
dues. It is very important to pay dues by the
deadline to avoid late charges and interest.

When is the neighborhood yard sale?
The Rabbit Run/Stonewall Woods Neighborhood
Association coordinates a neighborhood yard sale
annually, and many Rabbit Run homes participate.
Our homeowner’s association is not involved with
the planning but will update our website to inform
our residents as we get the information. The sale
is usually held in mid-September.

Please help repair broken sidewalks
Is there a sidewalk in front of your home that is
uneven or breaking up? Please help keep Rabbit
Run a pedestrian-friendly neighborhood by
replacing or repairing defective sections of sidewalk
in front of your home.

Do you need a new Sonitrol key?
If you have lost your plastic Sonitrol key — the
plastic key that allows you access into the
recreation center and tennis courts — or need an
additional key, please e-mail mail you information
to rabbit.run@insightbb.com. It usually takes 3-5
business days to get a new key. Keys are available

for $15 each. It is important to notify the
management company as soon as you realize a
key is lost so that the key can be deactivated. This
is important for our facilities’ security.

LexCall 3-1-1 is the Lexington-Fayette Urban
County Government’s centralized service and
information contact center. Call LexCall when you
need to reach a department in local government,
report a problem, or obtain information about any
city service or activity. To call LexCall 3-1-1 from
outside the geographic boundaries of Lexington-
Fayette County or, if dialing 3-1-1 does not work for
you, dial (859) 425-2255.

Dispose of yard clippings properly

Please remember that all grass clippings and yard
waste are to be placed in bags for your garbage
collection service to pick up. We do not have city
pickup of leaves, so please do not blow your leaves
onto the street. They will not be picked up. An
alternative is to start a compose bin in your yard.
PLEASE DO NOT place your clippings or waste
into the neighborhood water retention basins,
creeks or pond. This past month we had one of our
creeks dammed up due to clippings and leaves
being disposed of in the creek.
